SMALL GROUPS  

 
 All students are given the opportunity to audition for small 

groups the first two weeks of dance. Students are invited to at-

tend small group classes listed on the schedule. Teachers will be 

selecting the small groups and students will be notified for ac-

ceptance. 

In the event a student is accepted into more than one small 

group and only chooses to do one, it will be at the discretion of 

the studio as to which small group the student will participate 

in. Please do not attend any small group classes if you do not 

intend to take part in it. 

 

Prices for Small Groups

Students selected in more than 1 group of the same discipline 

will not be charged for the additional class. 

 



Any Student who has never performed a solo before 

(Novice Student) may be able to request a solo. A novice 

student must perform a duet/trio first before having a 

solo unless offered by the studio director. Students who 

have already performed a solo in competition may only 

be eligible for a solo by INVITATION. If you have per-

formed a duet or trio in competition but not a solo, you 

may request a solo. (Solo requests are not guaranteed. 

All final decisions for solos must be approved by the  

director!)  

 All competitive solo, duet & trios will be able to per-

form in the Pre-festival showcase. For the recital, 

solo’s, duets & trios  who win an overall at  any of the 

competitions will be selected by the studio overall 

rules . (Novice solo) : a dancer who has never per-

formed a solo  or duet/trio before) 

 Solo’s are choreography only, on a by-weekly basis. 

Students will have a maximum of 15 1/2 classes.  

 Week one of Solo’s  Duet/Trios will begin on  Mon-

day Septermber  13th, 2010.
