All students in competitive Acro must take 1 Ballet 

class, 1 Jazz class and 1 Acro technique class. 

 

HIP HOP 

All students taking competitive hip hop must take 

one recreational or competitive jazz class 

 



Any Student who has never performed a solo before 

(Novice Student) may request a solo. A novice stu-

dent may be asked to perform a duet/trio first before 

having a solo unless offered by the studio director. 

Students who have already performed a solo in com-

petition may only be eligible for a solo by INVITA-

TION. If you have performed a duet or trio in compe-

tition but not a solo, you may request a solo. (Solo 

requests are not guaranteed. All final decisions for 

solos must be approved by the  

director!)  

 All competitive solo, duet & trios will be able to per-

form in the Pre-festival showcase. For the recital, 

solo’s, duets & trios  who win an overall at  any of the 

competitions will be selected by the studio overall 

rules . (Novice solo) : a dancer who has never per-

formed a solo  or duet/trio before) 

 Solo’s are choreography only, on a by-weekly 

basis. Students will have a maximum of 15 1/2 

classes.  

 Week one of Solo’s will begin on Monday  

 September 13th.  
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BALLET CLASSES 

 

Part-time competitive students are re-

quired to take one ballet class in order to 

compete.  Competitive Hip Hop students 

are not required to take ballet.  These 

ballet classes will consist primarily of 

technique and choreography with a year 

end performance at the Dance PAC re-

cital.
